	Panel Discussion - Lived Experience
· Dominique Mallard - entered foster care when she was 16, lived in a variety of settings including foster homes and residential facilities and outlined her experience running and her why. Dominique now runs a nonprofit supporting kids in and aging out of foster care.
· Tamisha Macklin - Entered child welfare system at 6 years old, bounced from group homes to foster homes to residential facilities and ran from many of those placements. Tamisha stated she needed and wanted treatment for depression, physical and sexual abuse.  Tamisha felt like her getting committed was the best decision for her because she finally got treatment and help for her mental health needs.  
· Nate Hailpern - Nate lived in 26 foster homes and at 12 years old his parents’ rights were terminated.  He never wanted to be adopted.  Nate stated he ran from his placements because he wanted to be with his mom. Nate is now working with ORPC working to reunify kids with their parents.
